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Shemitta Laws Applying to the Eighth Year

1. Fruits of the Tree in the Eighth Year

Those fruits which reached the stage of "chanata" during the Shemitta
year have Kedushat Shevi'it ("Holiness of the Seventh Year") even if
they were picked in the eighth year.

[(Chanata =

a. one third of its growth

b. the blossom drops off and the fruit begins to appear)

Regarding Gardens/yards with fruit trees which have Kedushat Shevi'it,
the fruit should be "abandoned" (made ownerless, "hefker") before
Rosh Hodesh Kislev.

After that, one may lock the gardens and fulfill the commandment of
Hefker by taking the fruits outside of the yard.

One should be careful to implement "Elimination" of products with
holiness of Shemitta (Bi'ur shevi'it), when the time comes.(Halacot will
be sent B"H).

2. Vegetables and "Pri Ha'adama" fruits in the Eighth Year

Those vegetables and non-tree fruits that were picked during Shemitta
(the 7" year), and which are not prohibited as "Sefihin" [uncultivated
vegetables] (e.g. they were grown in the Southern Negev or Arava),
have Kedushat Shevi'it.

Those vegetables and non-tree fruits that were picked during the 7™
year, and which ARE prohibited as "Sefihin", may never be eaten.
Those vegetables and non-tree fruits that were picked in the 8" year,
but which grew mostly in the 7" year, and which are not prohibited as
"Sefihin", have Kedushat Shevi'it MeDe'Rabbanan.

Those vegetables and non-tree fruits that grew mostly in the 8" year,
do not have Kedushat Shevi'it.

Those vegetables and non-tree fruits, whose source is not known, are
assumed to be of the 8th year (and are therefore permitted to be eaten,
and need not be treated has having Kedushat Shevi'it), after one of the

following points in time:

1. When new fruits/vegetables of that kind/species have completed
growth, and ready for harvest, at least somewhere in Israel (in that
location where they grow the earliest).

2. For most species, expect for those that are long-lasting (such as
carrots, onions and potatoes), the date is not later than Hanukka of
the 8th year.

Grains and legumes: the stage of growth, relevant for determining in
which year they grew for purposes of both the "Sefihin" prohibition and
Kedushat Shevi'it, is when they reached a third of their development: during
Shmitta or during the 8th year. In case of doubt, they follow the rules
for vegetables.

Except for onions and garlic, vegetables that were grown per the Heter
Mechira ("sales permit") may be eaten immediately in the 8th year —
even by those whose who do not rely on the Heter Mechira during
Shemitta itself.

3. Terumot and Ma'asrot (Tithes) in the Eighth Year

a) Fruit from trees, which grew on lands that were not sold to a gentile,

b)

and which reached their "Tithe Season" (Onat Ma'asrot) early in the M
year before Tu Be'Shvat — tithes should be taken without making a
blessing. The Second Tithe (Ma'aser Sheni) should be taken.
Vegetables that grew on lands that were not sold to a gentile, and
which are not prohibited as "Sefihin", and which were picked

before it was clear that the majority in the Israeli market of that kind are
8"M-year crops -- tithes must be taken despite the fact that they have
Kedushat Shevi'it.
