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Halachot of the Three Weeks
(until Rosh Chodesh Av)

The halachot of the Three Weeks are applicable from 17 Tammuz, even when 17 Tammuz
falls on Shabbat and the fast is pushed off to Sunday.

The halachot of the Three Weeks begin at night of 17 Tammuz. Some are lenient in the time
of need in at night of 17 Tammuz.

Weddings are not held. Modest engagement parties are permitted.

Itis permissible to listen to "calm" music, but not dance and festive music, nor live musical
performances.

At a simcha for a mitzvah (brit, pidyon haben, siyum) all music is permissible.

Itis permissible to see plays and movies that are not for entertainment.

Itis permissible to swim

Itis permissible to hike

One should not do activities that involve danger.

One should not do activities that are overly joyous.

One should not say the "shehechiyanu" blessing on weekdays. On Shabbat this is
permitted.

One should not have a haircut or shave. Some are lenient about shaving a beard when

there is a need.

Let us merit that these days should become days of happiness!
